SEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

FEBRUARY 23, 2025

Seventh Sunday in Ordinary Time
Commentary

1.  First Reading: 1 Samuel 26:2, 7-9, 12-13, 22-23

This is the last encounter between Saul and David. Fixated
in his desire to stay in power, Saul became jealous of the
young man David, an artist-musician, a great warrior and a
humble lad. Saul, the representative of the old way of ruling,
made David his rival and persecuted him, the symbol of a
new way of administering the justice of Yahweh. Saul hunt-
ed David to death. As he with his soldiers were looking for
David for the kill, David himself found Saul in total isola-
tion, asleep in the dark, totally helpless before him. David
could have killed him but did not. Instead, he called out to
Abner and to his soldiers for their failure to guard Saul, their
king. David would not kill Saul, the Lord’s anointed, even
though Saul was totally in his hands. Here is a critique on
the sociology and ethical tradition of war and armed conflict:
instead of killing an enemy who is helpless in war, the victor
spares his life and refuses the booty, in deference to divine
justice. In Wisdom tradition, the transgressor is punished
little by little so that s/he may have a chance to repent and
change.

2. Responsorial Psalm: Psalm 103:1-2, 3-4, 8, 10, 12-13
This is a hymn of praise to the Lord whose divine qualities
are kindness and mercy. His kindness is found in his capaci-
ty to forgive and to heal. His mercy is found not in the erup-
tion of his anger nor in his power to punish but in his com-
passion towards sinners and in his authority to forget the
crimes they have done.

3.  Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 15:45-49

After demolishing the wrong conceptions on the resurrection
using the argumentative style of reductio ad absurdum, Paul
now employs Greek syllogism and the Hebrew typology in
contrasting parallelism: the first man, Adam, was a living
being; the last Adam, Jesus Christ, is a life-giving spirit. The
former was from the soil, the latter from heaven. And just as
we participated in the baser qualities of the former, so we
shall also inherit the higher heavenly qualities of the latter,
Jesus Christ.

4. Gospel: Luke 6:27-38

“Love your enemies.” This proposal of Jesus, nay, this com-
mandment of Jesus to his disciples is the answer to the
search for an alternative society whose basis is absolutely
radically different from the kind of society that we now
know or are accustomed to. The society commonly known
by humanity — by us — is one that is based on “quid pro quo”,
“I’ll pat your back, you’ll pat mine”, of revenge and venge-
ful justice as the “lex talionis”, of loving as reciprocal and
conditional, expecting and wanting something back in re-
turn. These are the characteristics of a society that is mini-
malistic, operating on instincts. It has formalized its instincts
through laws and structures created to protect, defend and
promote an unequal society, divided into classes and other
forms of social, political and cultural stratifications. There is
really no grace nor blessings in that. The only instruments

Jesus proposes to change this kind of society and to realize
a radically new one that is at the deepest aspirations of the
human heart — and in the heart of God — are love, the bless-
ings and well-wishes, starting with the enemy, and pray-
er. An ongoing act of forgiveness — readiness to forgive -
understood as ignoring an offense on the condition that the
aggressor becomes aware of the evil he causes, and that this
aggressor changes and converts not only to repentance but
to be in solidarity with the victim, to be with the side of the
wronged. The generous sharing of goods as a response to
covetous greed. A decisive rejection of avarice and usury
(read: profit-accumulation and legalized commissions) as
fundamental causes of the enrichment of the few and the
impoverishment of the majority. In short: do unto others as
we would like others to do unto us!

Indeed, can we love our enemies? Can we, who make our-
selves the enemies of others, change, be converted and be
on the side of the offended, be in solidarity with our very
own victims? Can we entrust ourselves truly to the hands
of God and not to our own desires? And by entrusting our-
selves to God, walk in His way by creative love and soli-
darity with others towards the radicality of new life in the
resurrection, the resurrection of Jesus? Can we truly love by
destroying the structures of greed and sin that tear us down,
and liberate their creators who have made us poor, from
their prison walls of apathy, hatred, violence, heartlessness
and lack of moral social conscience? — Fr. Ben, MSC

SEPTIMO DOMINGO DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO

FEBRERO 23, 2025

Séptimo Domingo de Tiempo Ordinario
Comentario

1. Primera lectura: 1 Samuel 26,2.7-9.12-13.22-23

Este es el ultimo encuentro entre Saul y David. Obsesiona-
do con su deseo de permanecer en el poder, Saul se puso
celoso del joven David, un artista-musico, un gran guerrero
y un muchacho humilde. Saul, el representante de la anti-
gua manera de gobernar, hizo de David su rival y lo persi-
guio, el simbolo de una nueva manera de administrar la
justicia de Yahvé. Saul persigui6 a David hasta la muerte.
Mientras ¢l y sus soldados buscaban a David para matarlo,
David mismo encontrd a Saul en total aislamiento, dur-
miendo en la oscuridad, totalmente indefenso ante él. Da-
vid podria haberlo matado, pero no lo hizo. En cambio,
llamo a Abner y a sus soldados por su fracaso en proteger a
Satl, su rey. David no mataria a Satl, el ungido del Sefior,
a pesar de que Saul estaba totalmente en sus manos. He
aqui una critica a la sociologia y la tradicion ética de la
guerra y los conflictos armados: en lugar de matar a un
enemigo indefenso en la guerra, el vencedor le perdona la
vida y se niega a recibir el botin, en deferencia a la justicia
divina. En la tradicion de la Sabiduria, el transgresor es
castigado poco a poco para que tenga la oportunidad de
arrepentirse y cambiar.

2. Salmo responsorial: Salmo 103, 1-2. 3-4. 8. 10. 12-13
Es un himno de alabanza al Sefior, cuyas cualidades divi-
nas son la bondad y la misericordia. Su bondad se encuen-
tra en su capacidad de perdonar y sanar. Su misericordia no
se encuentra en el estallido de su ira ni en su poder de cas-
tigar, sino en su compasion hacia los pecadores y en su
autoridad para olvidar los crimenes que han cometido.

3. Segunda lectura: 1 Corintios 15, 45-49

Después de demoler las concepciones erroneas sobre la
resurreccion utilizando el estilo argumentativo del reductio
ad absurdum, Pablo ahora emplea el silogismo griego y la
tipologia hebrea en el paralelismo contrastante: el primer
hombre, Adan, era un ser vivo; el ultimo Adan, Jesucristo,
es un espiritu que da vida. El primero era de la tierra, el
segundo del cielo. Y asi como participamos de las cualida-
des mas bajas del primero, asi también heredaremos las
cualidades celestiales mas elevadas del segundo, Jesucris-
to.

4. Evangelio: Lucas 6,27-38

“Ama a tus enemigos”. Esta propuesta de Jests, mas aun,
este mandamiento de Jesus a sus discipulos, es la respuesta
a la bisqueda de una sociedad alternativa cuya base sea
absolutamente radicalmente diferente de la sociedad que
hoy conocemos o a la que estamos acostumbrados. La so-
ciedad que la humanidad conoce cominmente —por noso-
tros— es la que se basa en el “quid pro quo”, en el “yo te
doy palmaditas en la espalda, ti me das palmaditas en la
mia”, en la venganza y la justicia vengativa como la “lex
talionis”, en el amor reciproco y condicional, en el esperar
y querer algo a cambio. Estas son las caracteristicas de una
sociedad minimalista, que funciona sobre la base de los
instintos. Ha formalizado sus instintos mediante leyes y

estructuras creadas para proteger, defender y promover una
sociedad desigual, dividida en clases y otras formas de estra-
tificacion social, politica y cultural. En eso no hay realmente
gracia ni bendicion. Los Unicos instrumentos que Jesus pro-
pone para cambiar este tipo de sociedad y realizar una socie-
dad radicalmente nueva, que esté en las aspiraciones mas
profundas del corazéon humano —y en el corazon de Dios—
son el amor, la bendicion y los buenos deseos, empezando
por el enemigo, y la oracion. Un acto continuo de perdon —
disposicion a perdonar- entendido como ignorar la ofensa a
condicion de que el agresor tome conciencia del mal que
causa, y que este agresor cambie y se convierta no so6lo al

arrepentimiento sino a ser solidario con la victima, a estar del

lado del agraviado. El reparto generoso de los bienes como
respuesta a la avaricia codiciosa. Un rechazo decidido de la

avaricia y la usura (I€ase: acumulacion de beneficios y comi-

siones legalizadas) como causas fundamentales del enrique-
cimiento de unos pocos y del empobrecimiento de la mayo-
ria. En resumen: jhagamos a los demads lo que nos gustaria
que los demas hicieran con nosotros!

En efecto, ;podemos amar a nuestros enemigos? ;Podemos
nosotros, que nos hacemos enemigos de los demas, cambiar,

convertirnos y ponernos del lado de los ofendidos, ser solida-

rios con nuestras propias victimas? ;Podemos confiarnos
verdaderamente en las manos de Dios y no en nuestros pro-
pios deseos? Y, confiandonos a Dios, caminar en su camino
por el amor creativo y la solidaridad con los demas hacia la
radicalidad de la nueva vida en la resurreccion, la resurrec-
cion de Jesus? ;Podemos amar verdaderamente destruyendo
las estructuras de la codicia y del pecado que nos derriban, y
liberar a sus creadores que nos han hecho pobres, de sus mu-
ros de prision de apatia, odio, violencia, crueldad y falta de
conciencia moral social? — Padre Ben, MSC
